 On a beautiful morning in late 
September, shortly after being 
appointed Hagley’s new executive 
director, I found myself standing in 
front of the Visitor Center, watching as 
the day’s first patrons 
made their way to the 
orientation desk. A 
woman with two young 
girls in tow passed by, 
and I took note of the 
youngest child’s facial expression—a 
mixture of curiosity, expectation, and 
delight. After a moment or two spent 
taking in the scene, she turned to her 
mother and said “Mom, what can we do 
at Hagley?”
 Leave it to a child to ask the pertinent 
question.  Her mother, who was either a 
long-time member of our institution or 
an extraordinarily well-prepared Hagley 
neophyte, was ready for the question. She 
painted a tantalizing picture of the day 
ahead: a tour of Hagley’s black powder 
manufacturing exhibitions (capped 
with a “bang,” of course); a chance for 
the child to write her name with quill 
and ink in the old schoolhouse; and a 
close-up look at a nineteenth-century 
steam engine, going full throttle.  Time 

permitting, she promised a visit to see 
Hagley’s Conestoga wagon, as well as a 
tour of the “du Pont house on the hill.”  
E. I. du Pont himself could not have made 
the experience seem more enticing!

 In recent days, I have empathized 
with what were undoubtedly this 
parent’s feelings: a strong urge to share 
all that Hagley has to offer, coupled 
with a sense that I cannot (yet!) do the 
experience justice. I have discovered 
that “Hagley Museum and Library” is 
really just shorthand for a vast collection 
of historical exhibitions and hands-on 
activities, all housed in a bucolic, creek-
side setting that begs to be visited and 
experienced multiple times. In short, 
the richness of this place both fuels the 
imagination and presents an exciting set 
of challenges. In the days and years to 
come, I look forward to meeting you, to 
working with you, and to providing new 
answers to the question “What can we 
do at Hagley?”

 David Allen Cole is settling in 
as the new executive director at 
Hagley Museum and Library. He 
comes to Hagley from the Whitehead 
Institute for Biomedical Research in 
Cambridge, Massachusetts, where he 
was vice president for advancement, 
communications, and public education. 
 “Hagley has set a new strategic 
direction designed to position the 
institution for growth and impact as 
we look out over the next seven years 
to 2020,” Board President Henry B. 
duPont IV said. “Our vision is to be a 
place where innovation inspires and 
imaginations run wild. David brings 
an impressive set of professional 
experiences, combined with educational 
depth, that we believe will strengthen 
the institution and advance Hagley’s 
vision and mission.”
 “This is a rare opportunity to lead 
an institution with collections that 
document the unfolding history of 
American business, technology, and 
innovation,” Cole said. “From the 
hands-on exhibitions visitors can access 
on site at the historic DuPont powder 
works, to the cutting-edge research 
being conducted in the business history 
archives, Hagley offers an unusually 
broad array of stimulating visitor 
experiences.” 
 At the Whitehead Institute, Cole 
designed and directed public education 
programs, community partnerships, 

communications strategy and 
publications, and philanthropic 
initiatives. The institute is a world-
renowned nonprofit research 
institution dedicated to improving 
human health through basic biomedical 
research. 
 Prior to his work at the Whitehead 
Institute, Cole was the director of 
strategic initiatives at the Harvard 
University Art Museums, where he 
spearheaded community partnerships, 
launched exhibition projects, and played 
a key role in the capital campaign 
to renovate and expand the Fogg 
Museum. He joined Harvard in 2004 as 
a research fellow in the Graduate School 
of Education’s Learning Innovations 
Laboratory, a consortium that develops 
new practices in organizational learning, 
innovation, and change management. 
 Cole holds a doctorate in the history 
of art from the University of Texas 
at Austin, a master of education from 
Harvard University, a master of arts in 
philosophy from Loyola University of 
Chicago, and an undergraduate degree 
in the history of art and philosophy 
from Vanderbilt University.

 Du Pont Family Holiday Traditions, 
as practiced by the early generations 
of the du Pont family at Hagley, will 
be featured in a free talk by Erik Rau, 
director of library services. 
 The earliest journals and account 
books of the du Ponts in America 
contain a lively family commentary on 
gatherings and gift exchanges at the 
new year. As brothers Victor and E. I. 
du Pont established separate households 
across the Brandywine from one another, 
the family attempted to dine together 
on New Year’s Day through the 1810s. 
But due to the family’s growth, along 
with occasional illnesses and inclement 
weather, the du Ponts soon adopted 
the practice of New Year’s calling 
on January 1. Both men and women 
went calling before Victorian norms 

encouraged the women to receive male 
visitors at home. 
 Similarly, both men and women 
exchanged gifts at the new year. The 
closer the relationship, the greater 
importance vested in the gift. Before 
the age of mass production and 
transportation made manufactured 
gifts easier to acquire, members of even 
successful families like the du Ponts 
made gifts by hand. 
 The evolution of New Year’s 
calling in the du Pont family is well-
documented at Hagley. A selection 
of handmade gifts and documents 
will be on display in the library 
lobby. Visit Eleutherian Mills during 

“Holidays at Hagley” to see the dining 
room decorated for a Twelfth Night 
celebration.

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 Hagley has announced that the 
papers of Rolf Dessauer are open for 
research. He is a renowned chemist, 
researcher, inventor and a major 
contributor to industrial organic 
photochemistry. He holds more than 
twenty-five patents in dye chemistry, 
UV absorbers, photochromism, and 
revolutionary imaging systems.
 Dessauer began his career at the 
DuPont Company in 1952 at the Orchem 
General Organic Division. His research 
projects have included the development 
of printing plates and color proofing 
materials and he is best known for his 
work with ultraviolet imaging, known 
by the trade name Dylux Instant Access 
Imaging Materials. In 1987, Dessauer 
participated in a joint venture of DuPont 
and the Xerox Corporation, DX-Imaging, 

which was organized to manufacture 
products for electronic imaging. 
Although Dessauer retired from DuPont 
in 1991, he continues to work as an 
independent consultant.
 Dessauer donated his papers to 
Hagley in 2009 and 2012. The papers, 
dating from 1951 through 1991 and 
comprising 26 linear feet, thoroughly 
document his career with the DuPont 
Company and are a significant addition 
to the library’s collections. 
 The papers are available for 
research at the Manuscripts and 
Archives Department, and the finding 
aid is on the Hagley website at 
http://bit.ly/dessauer.
