The Sonntag Design Collection

Acquired in 2005, the Sonntag Design Collection is a gift from 
German Sonntag, a retired California designer. This body of 
material consists of approximately 1,500 trade catalogs devoted 
to design, the decorative arts, interior decoration, and of�ce 
landscape and furniture and is from the mid to late twentieth 
century. These items are catalogued and open for scholarly use.

Modern World’s Fairs Imprints and Posters

Purchased at auction in October 2005, this material�a 
portion of the World�s Fair collection of Alfred Heller�brings 
Hagley�s holdings of exposition literature and graphic design 
into modern time. There are more than 100 monographs, 
pamphlets, and pieces of ephemera devoted to modern fairs 
including, among others, New Orleans (1984), Vancouver 
(1986), Brisbane (1988), and Seville and Genoa (both 1992). 
We are in the process of cataloguing these acquisitions. Keep 
checking our on-line public access catalog (www.hagley.org), 
or ask a reference librarian if you don�t see what you need.
