ERE I AM 44 YEARS AGO during my first 
year at Hagley. Reflecting on my start 
at Hagley, I am struck by how pivotal 
1982 was for this institution. It was a 

milestone year—our 25th anniversary—celebrated 
with the launch of our very first fireworks show 
and the public opening The Workers’ World, which 
opened a vital window into the lives of the powder 
yard workers. That same year, the Hagley Library saw 
transformative growth with the acquisition of the 
prestigious U.S. Chamber of Commerce collection, 
significantly expanding its capacity to support 
research on American business and economic history.
	 Today, Hagley’s influence extends far beyond 
the banks of the Brandywine. We are recognized as a 
leading outdoor museum—voted #9 in USA Today’s 
Readers’ Choice contest—and the Hagley Library 
stands proudly as a member of the Independent 
Research Libraries Association, a testament to 
its scholarly impact and archival excellence. Our 
programs and exhibitions now reach audiences 
nationwide through digital platforms, educational 
partnerships, and collaborative projects that bring 
industrial history to life for new generations.

	 To see this history in a new light, I invite you 
to experience our outdoor exhibit, Voices From 
the Brandywine, opening this month. It offers a 
remarkable perspective on how deeply the du Pont 
family legacy is interwoven with the narrative of our 
nation, highlighting

HE BOARD OF TRUSTEES of Hagley Museum and Library 
is pleased to announce the appointment of its next 
Chief Executive Officer, Hillary Olson, who will officially 
assume the role in July 2026. This appointment follows 

the retirement of Jill MacKenzie, who has served the institution with 
distinction for 44 years, including her tenure as Executive Director.
	 Hillary Olson is a highly accomplished museum leader with 
more than 30 years of experience leading and transforming 
nonprofit educational institutions. As President and CEO of the 
Rochester Museum and Science Center (RMSC), she has successfully 
led three sites with more than 1.2 million collection objects. Her 
leadership has resulted in significant achievements, including 
leading a comprehensive strategic and master planning process, 
restructuring a major capital campaign, and securing funding for 
capital improvements. Under her guidance, the institution achieved 
re-accreditation by the American Alliance of Museums in 2024. 
	 She joins Hagley at a pivotal moment as the institution 
prepares to launch a new strategic plan, furthering its focus on 
innovation. The search, conducted by the Board in partnership 
with Kittleman & Associates, sought a visionary leader capable of 
engaging diverse audiences with Hagley’s world-class collections, 
forward-looking mission, and historical site.
	 “We are thrilled to welcome Hillary Olson who shares our deep 
commitment to the history of American business, technology, and 
innovation,” said Henry B. duPont IV, President of the Hagley Board 
of Trustees. “As we transition our leadership, we are confident 
that our new CEO will amplify Hagley’s mission, inspiring new 
generations to explore the process and impact of innovation in 
their own lives.”
	 The new CEO will oversee all aspects of the 235-acre National 
Historic Landmark, including the museum, gardens, and the world-
renowned Hagley Library.

A
S THE UNITED STATES CELEBRATES its 250th anniversary, 
Hagley Museum and Library is launching Voices From 
the Brandywine, a yearlong project connecting the lives 
of people who lived and worked along the Brandywine 

to the broader story of Delaware and the nation. 
Drawing from Hagley’s rich stories—including 
letters, oral histories, and photographs—the 
initiative highlights individuals whose labor and 
ingenuity shaped America’s industrial and cultural 
development.
	 These stories unfold across thirty outdoor 
panels on the museum grounds, each focusing on 
a person or theme tied to Hagley’s history—from 
powder yard workers and immigrants to women in 
industry and community leaders. By placing narratives 
in the landscape where they happened, the exhibit helps visitors form 
personal connections to the past.
	 Complementing the display, Hagley offers special tours and public 
programs from May 23 through Labor Day. Just $5 for Hagley members, 
these guided walks connect the site’s rich, unique history with themes 
from America’s past.
	 Voices From the Brandywine emphasizes inclusive storytelling, 
elevating perspectives often left out of traditional accounts. By linking 
local lives to national themes, the project reveals how the Brandywine’s 
history is deeply woven into the fabric of America.

	 Louise du Pont Crowninshield (1877-1958), 
the last resident of Eleutherian Mills, was a 

powerful force in the historic preservation 
movement. Her work restoring the 

du Pont family ancestral home 
and other national historic sites 

has ensured the preservation of 
American history for generations 
to come. Her ideas, her collecting, 
and her perseverance are 
apparent in many places.
	 Special displays will be on 

view in Eleutherian Mills from 
Saturday, May 16, through Labor 

Day to show how she told her 
family’s story through creative uses of 

furnishings and heirlooms. 
	 Other displays cover how she helped 

historic sites and preservation organizations—like 
Kenmore in Fredericksburg, Virginia, and the National Trust 
for Historic Preservation—succeed and thrive.

F
OR TWENTY-FIVE YEARS, the annual Hagley 
Prize has recognized the best books 
in business history, broadly defined. It 
is awarded in conjunction with the 

Business History Conference, the principal business 
history association in the United States. The two 
2026 winners are City of Wood: San Francisco and 
the Architecture of the Redwood Lumber Industry by 
James Michael Buckley and Ana Otero-Cleves’ Plebian 
Consumers: Global Connections, Local Trade, and 
Foreign Goods in Nineteenth-Century Colombia. 
	 Buckley’s elegantly written book City of Wood 
shines a light on a youthful San Francisco of the late 
19th and early 20th century where it flourished as 
the principal city providing access to the riches of 
the vast redwood forests. He takes readers through 
the entire production chain from the logging of 
California’s vast Redwood forests through the 
processing of the wood harvested in rough-hewn 
logging camps and company towns in northern 

California down through the construction of the 
variegated neighborhoods that came to characterize 
early San Francisco.  In so doing, he demonstrates 
the widely scattered yet closely linked sites that 
transformed California in its early years. 
	 Otero-Cleves’ outstanding book Plebian 
Consumers made extensive use of the Hagley 
Library’s remarkable Lanman & Kemp collection to 
trace the demand for foreign products among rural 
Colombians in the 19th century. It is a pathbreaking 
study that brings international business into dialogue 
with lower class consumers. Painstakingly tracing 
demand for the company’s Florida Water patent 
medicine (which did not contain any water from 
Florida!) along with the wide popularity of imported 
machetes and clothing allows Otero-Clothes to 
explore consumer preferences among “plebeian 
consumers” as well as the influence their preferences 
had on firms based thousands of miles away.

2025: A Year of Momentum
	 The past year was defined by progress and 
storytelling. At the Hagley Powder Yards, history 
came to life through the rhythmic motion of 
authentic 19th-century machinery, showcasing the 
roots of industrial innovation. A major highlight 
was the opening of “The Workers’ Stories” in Roll 
Mill 15. This exhibit offers a deeper look at the 
individuals whose labor built the foundation of this 
site. For them, Hagley wasn’t just a workplace; it was 
a destination. Thousands of workers traveled from 
near and far, not only to manufacture black powder 
but to establish their families and build a vibrant 
community along the banks of the Brandywine.
	 Near my family’s ancestral home and garden, our 
commitment to the natural environment continues 
to grow. From historic restoration to modern 
conservation, the landscape is more vibrant than ever.
We are breathing new life into the grounds by 
honoring their 19th-century roots while supporting 
our pollinators and wildlife:

•	 The Rose Garden: Recently replanted with 
authentic 19th-century varieties, these 
blooms are beginning to thrive, creating 
a lush backdrop for E. I. du Pont’s French 
parterre garden.

•	 A Tradition of Bounty: In the 1800s, these 
gardens fed my ancestors. Today, we continue 
that legacy of nourishment by sharing our 
fresh produce with local food pantries.
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•	 The Pollinator Garden: A new accessible 
pathway now leads you directly into the heart 
of this habitat, designed specifically to help 
local pollinators flourish.

•	 Bird-Strike Protection: As we attract more 
wildlife, we are mindful of their safety. Thanks 
to your generosity, we have been installing 
specialized protection on the glass in our 
buildings to prevent bird strikes.

	 Meanwhile, the quiet phase of our capital 
campaign reached a significant milestone: close 
to $4 million committed, representing 25% of our 
goal. The generosity of our campaign supporters 
is generating momentum for a variety of projects 
including collections care, critical repairs to the 
Crowninshield Garden, and a new Library oral history 
program, “In Her Own Words.”  As part of our Women 
in Enterprise initiative, the oral histories are capturing 
the voices of 20 pioneering leaders whose impact 
transformed American business. This project will 

inspire exhibitions, research, and conferences for 
decades to come. 
	 These achievements are not incidental.  They are 
the result of visionary philanthropy. Thanks to your 
generosity, as we enter this next chapter in Hagley’s 
evolution, we do so with resolve and optimism. 
Hagley’s mission—to inspire innovation by exploring 
the past—has never been more relevant.  Thank you 
for being our champions, for sharing our stories, for 
supporting our initiatives, and for encouraging others 
to do so as well.
